Meeting Minutes
State College Borough Council
June 18, 2007

The State College Borough Council met in a regular meeting on Monday, June 18, 2007, in the
State College Municipal Building Council Room, 243 South Allen Street, State College, PA. Mr.
Welch called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Mr. Welch began with a moment of silence and the Pledge of Allegiance
Public Hour.

Wesley Glebe, 115 North Butts Street, encouraged Council to consider ways to promote
pedestrian safety, particularly on South Atherton Street. Vehicles should stop at intersections for
pedestrians; it is the law. He said he believed it would make a tremendous difference in the flavor
of the town. Mr. Whitfield noted that crosswalks require an engineering study to be warranted.
He added that crosswalks do not mean the pedestrian has the right-of-way. In some cases,
crosswalks provide a false sense of safety. Mr. Glebe suggested use of traffic cones as were
used on East Beaver last year at Locust Lane would help to work toward awareness.

Arthur Beward, 333 East Foster Avenue, questioned a parking ticket he received when he parked
his vehicle in the grass on his property. He noted that several fraternities have done this without
getting tickets. Mr. King stated that parking on the grass is prohibited. There are times, such as
football weekends and graduation, when the ordinance is not enforced. Mr. Beward asked that
he be contacted regarding the ticket because he felt he had a legitimate excuse for parking on the
lawn.

Steve Harp, 512 West Foster Avenue, spoke on several enforcement issues. He said that on
South Barnard Street, vehicles are parked in driveways but block the sidewalk. He had called
several times to report the violation. Also, on the same street, there were residents in rental
properties that leave their trash receptacles out on the street well beyond collection day. There
seemed to be more garbage cans than typical single-family homes. He suggested that a
dumpster and the larger recycling containers be used to alleviate the problem. Many of the
properties have alley access that would accommodate placement of a dumpster.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

Mixed Use Overlay Amendments. Mr. Fountaine said that in May 2007 Council discussed a
revised amendment to the mixed use overlay zoning and directed staff to: 1) prepare a new
amendment, 2) advertise a public hearing and notice of enactment for the June 18, 2007 meeting,
and 3) refer the new amendment to the planning agencies for review and comment. The State
College Planning Commission considered the new amendment at the June 13 meeting. Notice
has been given for Council to receive public comment on the amendment this evening and has
advertised their Notice of Intent to Enact. After considering public comment, Council may:

e Approve the Zoning Ordinance amendment;

o Direct staff to return the amendment to the Planning Commission for further review, along
with comments identifying specific issues to be considered by the Commission;

e Postpone action and schedule discussion at a future work session; or

¢ Move to dispose of the amendment without approval.

Mr. Fountaine advised Council to keep in mind that any modifications to the proposed
amendment require returning the entire amendment to the planning agencies for a mandatory
thirty day review period.

Mr. Welch asked if there were members of the public who wished to speak on this issue. There
being none, Mr. Welch closed the public hearing.



Ms. Goreham stated her concern with the permitted hours of operation. Some businesses have a
24-hour operation. For example, a motion picture studio or video production use could create a
negative impact for the neighborhood. Mr. Slaybaugh replied that, according to the current
ordinance, there are businesses permitted that do not follow the typical office hours. He said he
had not seen any negative impacts and had received no complaints. If there is a problem, the
neighbors could call in and the use would be monitored. Ms. Goreham said that, with an
additional number of employees permitted, there could be more problems.

Ms. Dauler noted that there had been no comment received from the Centre County Planning
Office or the Centre Regional Planning Agency (CRPA). Mr. Hess said the CRPA responded with
the comment that the changes proposed would comply with the Centre Region Comprehensive
Plan. No response had been received by the County, which was typical as they rely on the
Centre Region to review planning proposals for compliance. Mr. Fountaine noted that each
planning agency has been given the opportunity to comment within the statutory period.

Mr. Hahn moved and Mr. Humphrey seconded a motion to enact the mixed use overlay zoning
amendment. The motion passed with a 6-0-0 vote.

Foster Avenue Bikeway. Mr. Fountaine said that Council is requested to hold a public hearing
on establishing the east-west bike route by authorizing the removal of parking along Foster
Avenue from University Drive to Sparks Street. Both the Transportation Commission and Council
took previous action to designate Foster Avenue from University Drive to Sparks Street as the
East/West Bike Route. Staff provided Council with a report at the May 14 work session. Mr.
Fountaine indicated a letter was sent to all residents who abut Foster Avenue from University
Drive to Sparks Street announcing the date of the public hearing and noting that written
comments could be submitted if someone were not able to attend. The cost to establish the
East/West Bike Route is approximately $37,000 and is included in the EIm Street Grant that was
previously received, he concluded.

Mr. Welch opened the hearing for public comment.

Sylvia Nealy, 109 Oak Point Circle, College Township, said on behalf of the environmental
concerns task force of St. Andrews Church, which is on Foster Avenue, she endorsed the
proposal. More bike routes will encourage more bike use. There may be a loss of parking but
the inconvenience would be paid back with the use of a safe bike path. She said she hoped the
loss of green space in Central Parklet will be taken into account.

Maryann Swartz, 465 Park Lane, Ferguson Township, stated she used her bike to get into town
every day and it was her main source of transportation. She noted that she rode her bike to
church at St. Andrews and noticed four other bikes parked there, two of which had child carriers.
This shows that families are using their bikes to get around town. There was a need for more
connected routes throughout town. It was very difficult to get around with a bicycle in the
downtown. She said she was very concerned about crossing Atherton Street. People in Holmes-
Foster neighborhood should be grateful for the removal of the parking because it creates a
greater sense of neighborhood. Removing the parking from the streets would encourage the use
of the downtown lots and increase revenue.

Arthur Beward, 333 East Foster Avenue, said he had been riding a bike for over 60 years and has
been using Foster Avenue. Although he was in favor of a bike lane, he said he was concerned
with the loss of parking for residents.

Haidy Fleagle, 449 East Foster Avenue, said that she was concerned that the bike path would
provide residents with no place to park. When guests are invited for dinner, they will no longer be
able to park on the street. She said she was also concerned with dangers involved with the bike
lane terminating at the diverter at the University Drive/Foster Avenue intersection. Bicyclists will
want to make a left turn onto University Drive toward campus which is a safety hazard. Since
Easterly and Westerly Parkway are nice wide streets that would accommodate a bike lane, she
suggested the east/west route be moved.

Jeff Stover, on behalf of the Grace Lutheran Church, commented that the church opposed the
plan as it is now because of the elimination of parking near the church. There are 2000 members
and only 99 parking spaces on site. The congregation relies on parking on Foster Avenue
between Hetzel and Garner Streets. He added that there are many older members that cannot
walk a long distance and members with young children that would be reluctant to cross Beaver
Avenue. He said the membership of the church is growing and it would cause problems if the
parking was lost.

Nina Fellin, 539 East Foster Avenue, said she liked living in State College because she uses her
bicycle as her main source of transportation. Although she was sensitive to the need for parking,
she was in favor of having the bike path. She said she has been thrown off her bicycle and would
be in favor of having a bike lane for safety purposes. She said she proceeds cautiously past a
line of parked cars because drivers throw open their doors quite suddenly. She said safety was
very important and it would be better to work out the parking issues with the residents.



Charles Anderson, 1959 Lauck Street, Patton Township, said he was the current president of the
Centre Region Bike Coalition. He commented that the Coalition was working hard to make State
College a bicycle friendly community and the Coalition was in favor the bike lane. He said the
Coalition viewed safety as an important factor and encouraged Council to find creative ways to
work with property owners to replace the parking.

Steve Updegrove, 439 East Foster Avenue, said it was important to balance the issues. He was
personally opposed to the bike lane because he did not see it as a safety issue but rather as a
convenience issue. He said because of the topography of his property, it was easier to enter and
exit from the front of the property. He suggested there may be an alternative, such as a one-way
traffic pattern for Foster Avenue.

Hugh W. Bernard, 509 East Foster Avenue, noted that there was only one person who spoke in
favor of the bike lanes who lives in the 400-500 blocks of East Foster Avenue. He said he was
concerned that this would increase the speed of vehicles if parking was removed. He asked if the
bike lane would affect the speed humps. Mr. Fountaine indicated it would not. Mr. Bernard
indicated the University Drive/Foster Avenue intersection was a “recipe for disaster.” In the 2004
traffic counts, 38 percent of the bicycle traffic traveled the wrong way on Hetzel Street, he stated.
If a bicyclist wanted to go north on University Drive, they would need to make a left hand turn at a
very busy location. He believed there should be a better location for a bikeway, such as Easterly
Parkway, which had a much wider street.

Steve Harp, 512 West Foster, said that he rode his bike to the meeting tonight. He understood
the concerns with getting across Atherton Street. He said that there is no hope of getting across
because no one will ever stop. The only solution would be to removing parking on Beaver
Avenue so bicycles can cross at the lighted intersection with Atherton.

Pat Vernon, College Township, said that he supported the environmental concerns for having a
bike lane but was opposed to this plan. Many commuters use Foster Avenue everyday,
particularly the spaces used by the United States Postal Service employees. These workers will
have no where else to park. Mr. Vernon also expressed concern with the increasing speed of
traffic if the on-street parking is removed. Vehicles traveling at a higher rate would cause many
safety hazards for bicyclers.

James Hamlin, 514 West Foster Avenue, believed the Borough should do all it can to encourage
bike traffic. There needs to be more done to slow down cars and make vehicular rights more
restrictive. He noted that the crossing at Atherton Street is a valid concern and there should a
system in place to slow traffic down on Atherton Street at the Atherton/Foster intersection.

Kevin Gombotz, 323 Keller Street, said he was an avid cyclist and endorsed the plan as a
resident of the neighborhood. He said the intention of using Foster Avenue rather than Easterly
Parkway was to have an east/west passage close and convenient to the downtown. If the bike
lane cannot be on Calder, Beaver or College, then Foster Avenue is the best alternative.
Although Easterly Parkway may be appropriate for bikes, it is not convenient to the downtown.

He said that although he is comfortable riding in traffic as a commuter, the average rider deserves
a designed safe space.

Greg Miller, 435 E. Foster Avenue, said he had been riding a bike since he was 14 years old in
high school. He said that he can appreciate a safe bike path to town. He said there were two
plans here: one to add a bike path and second is remove the on-street parking. He said he
believed it would be a disservice to the residents to remove the parking. He said there have been
problems with traffic density on Foster Avenue. Because parking is only permitted in one
direction, vehicles coming the opposite way will complete a three-point turn to park. He
suggested the street be made a one-way, in the direction of the parking, which would remove half
of the automobile traffic on the street.

Wesley Glebe, 115 N. Butts Street, said crosswalks are key in getting bicycles across Atherton
Street. There is just an issue of behavior and what can be done with existing laws to have a
more comfortable and safe town. Mr. Glebe asked what was needed. Mr. Whitfield replied that
there would need to be a significant amount of traffic in order to approve the installation of a traffic
light or stop sign. He noted that a study had been done and submitted to PennDOT but it did not
meet the warrants to have a signal installed at Foster and Atherton. Mr. Glebe suggested that a
different attitude needed to be initiated to get crosswalks recognized by motorist.

There being no further comments from the public, Mr. Welch closed the public hearing.

Mr. Daubert asked if the bike lane could be effective only during the week. Mr. Fountaine said a
5-day proposal for the bike way had not been considered. Mr. Daubert said he would like to
consider a way to address the concerns of parking for the the Grace Lutheran Church. Mr.
Daubert also asked about the loss of commuter parking spaces. Mr. Fountaine said the
Transportation Commission reported there is excess commuter parking space available with no
waiting lists.



Mr. Hahn said he was in favor of commuter parking. He said that it may be plentiful but the
desirable spaces are full. Just because there were spaces available was not a good enough
reason to remove the commuter parking.

Ms. Goreham commented that this plan was the result of long and thoughtful consideration of
many streets. It was not an easy issue and there is a need for some compromise. She strongly
supported the need for an east/west bike path.

Mr. Daubert moved to schedule action on the removal of parking for the bike lane for the July 9
meeting. Ms. Dauler seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was 6-0-0; the motion
passed.

Consent Items. Ms. Dauler moved to approve the following consent items. Mr. Hahn seconded
the motion, which passed unanimously.

e Approve Vouchers for the month of May 2007 in the amount of $2,454,916.48.

e Approve arequest for the use of Calder Way from Locust to McAllister from 6:00 p.m. to
8:15 p.m., from Sunday, June 24 through Thursday, June 28, for the St. Paul’'s United
Methodist Church Vacation Bible School.

e Approve the use of Clarence Avenue on Friday, June 22, 2007, from 5:00 p.m. to 10:00
p.m. for a graduation party.

e Approve the use of the bike path from Orchard Park to Welch Pool for the Fourth Annual
CRPR Youth Triathlon on Saturday, July 28, 2007 (with a rain date of Saturday, August
11), from 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.

e Accept a resignation, with regret, from Robert Keal from the Design Review Board,
effective immediately.

e Accept a resignation, with regret, from Arthur K. Anderson from the Zoning Hearing
Board, effective immediately.

GENERAL POLICY AND ADMINISTRATION

Resolution Supporting State Legislation to Control Smoking In Public Places. Mr.
Fountaine said Council should consider approving a resolution supporting enactment of
legislation prohibiting smoking in public places. The resolution also urges all State College
businesses to voluntarily establish a smoke free workplace.

Mr. Humphrey moved to approve Resolution 938. Ms. Elizabeth seconded the motion, which
passed with a 6-0-0 vote.

Pennsylvania League of Cities and Municipalities Resolutions. Mr. Fountaine said the
Pennsylvania League of Cities and Municipalities Resolution Committee will meet at the annual
conference to discuss the resolutions to be forwarded to state legislators. Proposed resolutions
were distributed to Council.

Mr. Daubert commented that Resolution 4 addressed advertising of meetings and proposed
permitting advertisements in alternate publications such as pennysavers to reduce the cost of
legal advertising for municipalities. He said he did not agree with this and felt that an official
notice should be made. Also, he noted the resolution encouraged changing the law so that
details of the meeting need not be included in the advertisement, which he also opposed.
Council members agreed.

Mr. Daubert said he agreed with Resolution 8 that requires tax collection consortiums if collection
standards cannot be met by the municipality. However, he commented, having the county
government conduct the tax collections would be a mistake. Mr. Fountaine noted that the
resolution does not require county-wide collection by the county government; it could be done by
a private entity or even by the borough.

Mr. Daubert mentioned Resolution 9, which encourages laws that would allow the municipality to
pull license plates and vehicle registrations for unpaid tickets. Mr. Daubert questioned why they
could not confiscate the vehicle. Mr. Williams explained there was a judgment and execution
process for property that would need to be followed. The problem is seizing property without
substantiating the vehicle owner was the person involved with the offense. Mr. Daubert
guestioned why a vehicle could sit on the streets for months with unpaid tickets. Mr. King
explained that once a vehicle is booted for unpaid tickets, it is towed within 72 hours to a private
inpound lot and not released until the fines are paid. Council agreed that Resolution 9 should not
be pursued.



Extend the Economic Development Agreement and Right of Entry for Fraser Centre. Mr.
Fountaine said Council is asked to extend the Economic Development Agreement and Right of
Entry to the Downtown State College Improvement District for the Fraser Centre Project. The
current Economic Development agreement expires on June 30. The Economic Development
agreement sets forth the understanding between the Borough and Downtown State College for
the Fraser Centre Project and designates Downtown State College to act as the Development
Agency for this project. The Right of Entry agreement allowing access to the site is also linked to
the Economic Development Agreement. The agreement must be extended for the access
agreement to remain active.

Mr. Humphrey moved to approve the addendum extending the agreement to March 1, 2008, to
coincide with the property transfer from the Borough to Downtown State College, and authorize
the President of Council to sign the agreement. Ms. Dauler seconded the motion. The motion
passed with a 5-1-0 vote, with Mr. Hahn opposed.

Parking Business Plan. Mr. Fountaine reminded Council that at the May 7 meeting a
presentation was made on the business plan for the parking system. Council then discussed the
plan at the work session of June 11, which included the recommendations of the Transportation
Commission and staff responses to questions from several Council members. In response to
ongoing discussions with Downtown State College, Mr. Fountaine explained that staff was
recommending postponing consideration of any change in the hours of on-street meters
enforcement until after completion of further study in September. Mr. Fountaine said as a result
of the Council discussions two additional changes in the plan were suggested:

= Start the $.50 rate in the garages at 10 pm instead of 6 pm
= Increase the Sparks lot monthly rentals to $50 per month instead of $40

Mr. Daubert clarified that Council was postponing a discussion on extended enforcement of on-
street parking meters rather than extending the implementation date. Mr. Caccavale confirmed
that this would come back to Council for further discussion.

Ms. Goreham asked about on-street commuter parking and whether or not it should continued.
Mr. Caccavale noted that it is something that should be discussed in the future but would stay in
place for now. Ms. Goreham suggested the commuter parking area be constricted if spaces are
not being used.

Ms. Dauler moved to adopt the parking business plan with the changes noted above. Mr.
Humphrey seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was 5-1-0, with Mr. Daubert opposed.

Mr. Humphrey moved to direct staff to prepare an ordinance to establish the new rates for
consideration at the July 9 meeting. Mr. Hahn seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

PLANNING AND ZONING

Receive a Report from the Planning Commission on Proposed Changes to Downtown
Areas 2 and 3. Mr. Fountaine reminded Council that in February of this year the Planning
Commission submitted a preliminary report to Council on strategies for implementing the
recommendations in the Downtown Vision and Strategic Plan for planning areas 2 and 3. The
preliminary report focused on four issues: density, use, infrastructure, and design. Council
provided feedback to the Commission on their preliminary ideas and requested the Commission
prepare a final report and recommendations for submission in June.

Mr. Fountaine advised Council that the Commission has completed its final report and
recommendations and is transmitting them to Council. The final report retains its focus on the
four issue areas. Highlights include:

e Extending the Commercial Incentive district east of Garner Street between College and
Calder;

e Changing the permitted building heights along College between Garner and Hiester from
45 feet to 65 feet;

e Revising the Signature Development conditional use permit criteria; and

e Making changes to Calder Way to emphasize pedestrian use and safety while
maintaining Calder’s function as a service corridor.

Mr. Hess presented a map of the area and explained the proposed changes as listed above. He
noted that the next step is to prepare an ordinance and schedule a public hearing. Many of the
changes, such as the change in the building heights and revisions to the signature development
setback waiver could be done by ordinance while other proposals, such as the changes to Calder
way would require further study.

Mr. Daubert commented that the 65 foot increase in height would create buildings that would
tower over College Avenue. He also commented the possibility of housing redevelopment in the
area was doubtful as the area was already built out. Mr. Hess explained that for now the
buildings have a certain lifespan of usability, but in the future the buildings could be torn down



and redeveloped. Having language in the ordinance to encourage owner-occupied housing
would help to direct the vision of what this Council wanted to see in the downtown.

Ms. Dauler noted that three-dimensional diagrams would be helpful in showing what was already
there and how these changes would affect the area. She said that it is difficult to know how tall a
building at 65 feet would look.

Ms. Goreham encouraged looking at Calder Way as a social gathering area with green space and
retailed oriented businesses. She hoped this concept would be included in the Calder Way plan.
Some of the changes proposed may create tall buildings along Calder with a shear face.

Council discussed the floor area ratios as they exist now and how the proposed changes would
affect the size of a building.

Mr. Hahn commented that he was opposed to adding the signature development to this area. In
regards to the CID, the parking incentives are an issue because this area has very little public
parking available. He also noted that the floor area ratio could be increased with green
certification but did not believe that owner-occupied housing would be conducive in this area
because there is so much student housing. He suggested floor area ratios be restored to
encourage alternative development. Mr. Hess explained a developer in the CID would not need
the incentives for the full building envelope if they were proposing a commercial use such as a
hotel and restaurant.

Mr. Welch noted that closing Calder Way seems appealing but questioned the impact on police
services. Mr. King said the police use Calder more during the overnight hours. Considerations
may need to be made for businesses that front along Calder.

Ms. Dauler suggested staff proceed with an ordinance on the zoning changes. The issues with
Calder Way are, although admirable, would take some time to develop, she noted.

Ms. Goreham asked that mid-block connections be required to have a percentage of space open
to the sky. Mr. Hess said the Commission had discussed this and found it difficult to place a
percentage that would fit every case. The purpose of the mid-block connection is to have people
move freely between Calder, Beaver and College. Mr. Filippelli noted several instances where
the mid-block connections have provided access to additional shops. It would be inappropriate if
it were just a narrow passageway or shortcut, however, he commented.

Mr. Daubert moved to direct staff to prepare an ordinance on the zoning changes to be reviewed
by Council before forwarding to the Planning Commission. Ms. Dauler seconded the motion,
which passed unanimously.

Pedestrian Oriented Uses. Mr. Fountaine reminded Council that they had reviewed and
subsequently held a public hearing on March 5, 2007 for an amendment to the pedestrian
oriented use ordinance. The original amendment was developed by the Planning Commission at
the request of one of its members. Following the public hearing on March 5, Council sent the
amendment back to the Commission for revision with the provisos that Calder Way be eliminated
from the area and those portions of Beaver Avenue, Pugh Street and Fraser Street that are within
the CID be added. In addition to those changes, the Commission upon re-examination concluded
the 30% threshold under current law for office and financial institutions (portion of a block face
they may occupy) is too large and changed that number to 15%. The Commission also added the
ATM provision believing that ATMs are not a problem per se, but it is undesirable to have ATMs
displace existing windows on store fronts.

Mr. Humphrey moved to receive the amendment and schedule a public hearing for July 16, 2007.
Ms. Dauler seconded the motion, which passed with a 6-0-0 vote.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

2007 Consolidated Plan Amendment. Mr. Fountaine stated the State College Borough will
receive $731,653 CDBG and $504,527 in HOME funding for 2007. The amount originally
budgeted was $735,478 for CDBG and $508,302 for HOME. A consolidated plan amendment is
necessary to account for this reduction and to allocate CDBG funds to the Temporary Housing
Foundation to replace HOME funds that were used to provide assistance to a First Time
Homebuyer family. He added that the CDBG Citizens’ Advisory Committee met on May 14 2007,
and unanimously recommended the changes. Council held a public hearing on June 4 where no
one spoke from the public on the amendment.

Mr. Humphrey moved to approve the 2007 Consolidated Plan Amendment. Ms. Goreham
seconded the motion. The motion passed with a 6-0-0 vote.

REGIONAL ISSUES
2007/2008 Centre Area Transportation Authority Budget. Mr. Fountaine said the COG

General Forum received the 2007/2008 Centre Area Transportation Authority (CATA) budget at
their meeting of April 30 and forwarded the document to the municipalities for comment. Council




reviewed the budget on May 14. The General Forum reviewed the budget at their meeting of
May 31 and forwarded it to the municipalities for adoption.

Mr. Hahn moved to approve the 2007/2008 CATA budget in amount $90,607 with $78,882 for the
operating budget and $11,725 for the capital budget. Mr. Humphrey seconded the motion, which
passed with a 6-0-0 vote.

Regional Fire Protection Program. Mr. Fountaine noted that the Centre Region Council of
Governments General Forum received the proposed revised Regional Fire Protection Ordinance,
Joint Articles of Agreement for Fire, Rescue and Related Services and the Agreement between
the Alpha Fire Company and the Centre Region at their meeting of May 31, 2007. The General
Forum referred the documents to the participating municipalities for comments. Council is asked
to comment on the three documents.

Mr. Daubert noted that there was a place where the Chief of Police was listed for College
Township. Because the Borough provides police services for College Township, it should list the
Chief of Police for the Borough of State College. Mr. Fountaine said he would review the
document and respond to the Executive Director of the Centre Region Council of Governments.

OFFICIAL REPORTS AND CORRESPONDENCE
Mayor’s Report. Mr. Welch reported he had attended the festivities in Bellefonte for Annual

Cruise and was pleased to see that the Bellefonte Historical Railroad ran six trips to Pleasant
Gap.

President’s Report. Ms. Dauler announced the cancellation of July 2 regular meeting and the
rescheduling of the July 9 work session to a regular meeting. She also announced an executive
session held prior to the meeting to discuss personnel matters.

Staff/Committee Reports. Mr. Whitfield reported on the recent outbreak of gypsy moths. From
an analysis and inspection made last year, it was determined that wide-spread spraying would
not be needed in 2007. The problem was worse than expected but the larva will only be around
for another two weeks. The Borough will be able to get on the list to be sprayed next year.
Although the gypsy moths were creating a mess, the trees will re-leaf later in the summer and be
able to survive. He noted that residents could contact the Borough Arborist with any questions or
concerns. Ms. Goreham noted that Penn State’s website has some good information on how to
control the infestation. The website indicated that from an investigation conducted, it was
speculated that the tiny larva were blown into the area during two big storms.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:27 p.m.
