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During State Patty’s Day weekend, on March 1%, 2014 (Sunday morning between 2:15 a.m. and
3:12 a.m.) two white college age males entered at least two apartment complexes in downtown
State College. The suspects first entered University Towers located at 458 E. College Avenue
and then the Meridian 11 located at 646 E. College Avenue. Once the suspects were in the
building they walked the hallways and attempted to open almost all apartment doors in each
complex. Any apartment door that was UNLOCKED the suspects did enter and in some cases
stole items inside to include cash from wallets and purses, loose cash, sunglasses, watches and
jewelry and other small electronics to include iPods and headphones, clothing and a backpack. It
is unknown the total number of apartments entered at 458 E. College Avenue and 646 E. College
Avenue. Video surveillance at both complexes shows the suspects entered numerous apartments
in each building and remained in some of the apartments for several minutes. Some of the video
captures the suspects in possession of stolen property exiting victim apartments.

State College Police requests assistance from any resident that lives at either of the above
apartment complexes to go through their residence for missing property. If you discover that you
have property missing please call the State College Police Department to file a report at 814-234-
